(Tokyo Academy of Physics), in 1881. Since then, the TUS has evolved into a comprehensive science and technology university
steeped in over 140 years of history and tradition. At the undergraduate level, the university consists of 7 undergraduate schools—
namely, the Faculty of Science Division I, the Faculty of Science Division II, the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, the Faculty
of Engineering, the Faculty of Science and Technology, the Faculty of Advanced Engineering and the School of Management—and
their 33 departments. At the graduate level, the university consists of 7 graduate schools—namely, the Graduate School of Science,
the Graduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences, the Graduate School of Engineering, the Graduate School of Science and
Technology, the Graduate School of Advanced Engineering, the Graduate School of Management, the Graduate School of Biological
Sciences—and their 30 departments.
